· Met early on with University of Maine Director of Development and more recently with the Associate VP of Development and secured their support in our efforts to sustain program and their commitment of staff time to develop GPPP marketing materials.

· Assigned graduate social work intern at the Center on Aging responsibilities associated with GPPP sustainability and fund-raising activities.
· Met with, brainstormed, and secured commitment of GPPP primary and rotating site supervisors to volunteer their time and effort to sustainability initiatives 

· Applied for an Institute for Geriatric Practice Training Incentive Program (TIP) grant to enable us to bring national speaker to our spring, 2008 GPPP clinical practice colloquium.
· Recruited a professional marketer and fundraiser who has agreed to volunteer her time in a leadership role in planning GPPP local events and fund raising projects.  

· In process of submitting application to Hospice Education Institute to fund stipend for student having primary practicum with hospice agency

· Planning for Big Bands Ball, silent auction and corporate sponsorship event scheduled for late spring, 2008, to raise money to support administrative costs associated with GPPP program.

· Exploring partnering with the Center on Aging and the University to offer fee-based case management services to older adults and families. University would provide start-up money with understanding service would become self-sustaining in one year through fee-for-service.
